Subj:  MINUTES OF THE BI-MONTHLY SARP/DAPA MEETING FOR 12 July 

  2004.

1.  The bi-monthly SARP/DAPA meeting was held at building R-52 on 14 July 2004.  The Leading Chief Petty Officer and the SARP counselors facilitated the meeting.  

2.  The following business was discussed:

   a.  PER-6 representatives will be onboard Naval Station Whidbey to providing NADAP Training for tenant commands on 21 July 2004 and 22 July 2004. This training will consist of Regional training on drug and alcohol abuse and dependency. Training will be conducted at the Naval Air Station Whidbey Island Norwester Building on the follow dates and times:

(1) CO and XO and CMC training on July 21 2004 from 12:30-16:30.

(2) DAPA, CCC, LPO’s training on the July 22 2004 from 07:30 to 16:30.

   b.  Service members scheduled for paperwork and screening at the SARP are required to have a completed DAPA package and service record at the SARP prior to their first appointment. To ensure accountability of the service records, DAPA’s will be required to log service records in as being received by the 

SARP. Upon completion of the service members screening and or assessment, the command DAPA or command representative will initial the log indicating the receipt of the indicated service record. Service records will not be returned to the service member unless otherwise directed by a command representative. 

   c.  It is important to be specific and clear about referral reason for an individual to avoid conflict and to help us make a 
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more accurate assessment. There are three different referrals: self, command and incident referral. Please use them appropriately. Please describe the incidents in detail.
   d. Health records at the hospital are now part of a closed record system. This means that no one is allowed to check out medical records and take such records outside the hospital except for personnel who are on the authorized list. Command DAPA’s can get a letter from their command to be included in the authorized list so they can review individuals record. SARP no longer requires Command DAPA to provide members medical record for screening appointment. You may ask the concerned individual about the medical history and complete that section of the DAPA screening package based on their responses.  

    e. Individuals who are considered treatment failures based in OPNAV 5350.4C, e.g. having an alcohol related incident anytime after completing alcohol treatment, requires a waiver.

For the last six months nearly all retention waiver requests have been disapproved. For questions regarding waivers and specific cases contact PERS 602/603 at DSN 882-4250/4266, COMM (901) 874 4250/4266 and at the NADAP training. 

    f. The admission period for establishing a bed date at SARP Bremerton is approximately 2 to 3 weeks out. Currently the  galley in Bremerton is closed, and will reopen in January 2005. Service members scheduled for treatment at SARP Bremerton during this period will require PERDIEM. 

    g.  Treatment Cycle.  Our next Outpatient Core Treatment is scheduled for 23 August 2004 until 03 September 2004.  IMPACT will be held at NAVAIRRES Center from 0800 to 1200 09 August 2004 until 13 August 2004. Command DAPA’s should ensure that members participating in IMPACT and other alcohol core treatment program have no appointments or other commitments that will prevent them from attending all sessions of the program. 

Individuals who do not attend all sessions will not be considered for completion. Punctuality in both treatment cycles is a must.
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    h.  Next month the IDIPIC Class will be on the 12 August and 

19 August of 2004. IDIPIC is a non-profit organization consisting of panel speakers who are directly and indirectly involved with DUI incidents and share their stories. IDIPIC is normally required by Island County courts for persons arrested for DUI/DWI, Minor in Possession, and Negligent Driving in First Degree. Commands can request an IDIPIC representative visit the command to make a presentation at no cost; however, request should be made at least 1-2 weeks in advance with a minimum of 50 participants.
