Subj:  MINUTES OF THE BI-MONTHLY SARP/DAPA MEETING FOR 

  12 NOVEMBER 2003.

1.  The bi-monthly SARP/DAPA meeting was held at building R-52 on 12 November 2003.  The Director, Leading Chief Petty Officer and the SARP counselors facilitated the meeting.  

2.  The following business was discussed:

a.  Some command DAPA’s are still using the old DAPA screening forms. The current form being utilized Navy wide is NAVPERS 5350/3 (4/00). It is available for download from our web page at  http://nhoh.med.navy.mil/Clinics/SARPmain.htm. Health record, service record and DAPA package forms are required at the patients’ initial appointment for screening. Command DAPA’s are reminded to ensure that these items are provided to SARP.  Individuals who lack any of these requirements must be rescheduled, to ensure they are assessed and recommended for appropriate levels of care, based on appropriately documented information.

b.  The DAPA screening package must be specific and clear regarding the type of referral, whether it is an incident referral,self-referral, or command concern. If an individual has an alcohol related incident as outlined in the current OPNAV 5350.4 series for “incident referral”, then it is considered an incident referral. This is regardless of whether the DAPA marks the reason for referral a command concern, or self referral. Please provide a detailed description of the referral reason, who, what, when, where, any BAC taken and applicable pending or resolved legal matters that occurred as a result of the issues leading to referral.  
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c.
Thanksgiving and Christmas holidays are just around the corner. Commands are encouraged to include alcohol and drug issues in their “safety stand-downs” for the holidays. SARP maintains a library of videos about alcohol and drugs for your use, as well as resources on our web site. Please feel free to browse through and use our available resources. Anybody requesting a live SARP presenter for training should notify SARP at least two weeks in advance so that we can accommodate your request.  SARP is always pleased to assist at “safety stand-downs”. 

     d.   Representative from Impaired Driving Impact Panel of Island County (IDIPIC) provided insight about IDIPIC. It is a non-profit organization consisting of panel speakers who are directly and indirectly involved with DUI incidents and share their stories. IDIPIC is normally required by courts for persons arrested for DUI/DWI, Minor in Possession, and Negligent Driving in the First Degree. IDIPIC attendance is also a requirement for all Whidbey Island Driver’s Education students. The next panel presentation will be held at 18:30 on Monday November 24 2003, at conference room 137 next to the Oak Harbor Library.  The panel begins promptly once check in is complete.  It costs $25 if you are mandated by a court to attend, however, it’s free to the rest of the public and it is definitely an eye opening experience that all should see. It only takes about 90 minutes to witness all of the panel speakers.  Support the county program and encourage participation, use it as a prevention tool or GMT.  Commands can request a representative from IDIPIC to come over and make a presentation at no cost, however, requests should be made at least 1-2 weeks in advance.
